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Also, if you notice the orange RSS icon in the image above, users can subscribe to a feed 
of your shared posts as well. This means that other users can view your recommended 
posts in their own Google Reader site! 
  
Tag your feeds 
 

You can organize your feeds by “tagging” them into folders. 
This really helps when you subscribe to a large variety of 
feeds. You can easily separate out “work” blogs from “fun” 
blogs.  
 
To “tag” a feed, click on Manage Subscriptions at the 
bottom of the left portion of the page. 
 
 
 
 

On the following page, click on “Add to folder”, then  
in the dropdown, click on “New Folder” 
 

 
In the popup box that appears, type in the name of the new “tag” or folder you would 
like to create: 

 
 

To get back to your Google Reader, click on Back to Google Reader, right next to the 
Setting title at the top of the page. 
 
Back in your Google Reader, your new folder will appear. You can click and drag on the 
titles of blogs to add them to a folder. If you add more than one post to a folder, you 
will be able to click on the tag name and view a variety of different blog posts at once. 
To effectively organize your Google Reader, you can hide or show the contents of 
folders by checking on the small plus or minus icon next to the folder name. 
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Use the search to find old posts 
 
One of the great features with any Google product is the searching capabilities. Google 
Reader is no exception. The longer you use Google Reader, the more this feature will 
appeal to you! 
 
At the top of the screen you can find a search box. Enter a search term, and press 
search to have Google Reader search the entire selection of articles from your 
subscriptions. You can also fine tune your searches by specifying a location for google 
to search. Say you are trying to find an article you know you starred, you can search 
simply all Starred Items, or you can search a specific subscription.  
 

 
 
Add friends to a shared network 
 
A great feature with Google Reader is that you can add friends to be able to quickly view 
their shared articles. Friends are automatically pulled from your Gmail Gtalk contacts. 
This means that you and your friends  must have a gmail account in order to use this 
feature. 
 
Subscribe to del. icio.us tags 
 
Since del.icio.us automatically makes an RSS feed for all the links associated with one of 
your tags, you can easily use Google Reader to subscribe to one of your tags. This helps 
you streamline your content according to tag in one place.  
 
So, if you create a “topurchase” tag, you can alternately use del.icio.us to tag interesting 
web pages with items you might like to purchase. In Google Reader, you can subscribe 
to your “topurchase” tag in del.icio.us and view them in Google Reader. Then, when you 
find an interesting item to purchasse in Google reader, you can tag it in Google Reader 
as “topurchase” and the blog article will be automatically filed with your del.icio.us links.  
 
 
The writer of the blog The Open Classroom includes a 
specific feed to her del.icio.us bookmarks. 
Subscribing to del.icio.us feeds, either by tag or by 
user, is a helpful way to keep up to date with topics in 
your field.
